In part two you ended with knocking at the door and you are waiting nervously.  Now write the following:

1.
Open the door.  What sound does it make? What smell do you notice?  Describe how dark/gloomy it is.  What do you do so you can see?   Is there a light switch on the wall, a chain to pull, enough moonlight through the open door to see, do you spot a candle/candelabra and matches?  When you step in does the floor creak or is the sound muffled by a thick layer of dust?  Maybe there’s a threadbare rug, or you get a sudden shock from a bear-head rug.

Now you’ve got more light, describe the winding staircase you see at the end of the hall.  What else is there?  Chandelier, hall table, footsteps or animal tracks in the dust?  What is on the table?  Is there a telephone, a cord cut?  A vase of dead, black roses?

Describe a noise that you hear coming from upstairs.  It has to be a sound that will tempt you up the stairs for some reason (but don’t climb the stairs yet!)  
USE MASTERPIECE SENTENCES.  For example: instead of writing, There was a bowl of rotting fruit on the table. (Boring!)

Try, On the rickety hall table squatted a bulbous green fruit bowl harboring shriveled grapes, and withered apples  spotted with rot.  A long black leg appeared over the slimy skin of a decaying banana, then another waved, until the hunched form of a tarantula heaved itself into view, its multiple eyes glittering at me in the candlelight.
