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CREEPY STORY PART TWO

Remember, this whole story is written in the first person and in the past tense.  Write this rough draft on a new page of notebook paper.  Write in pencil, skip lines, then fill out three masterpiece sentences on this sheet.

1.  The path makes a turn.  Peering ahead, by moonlight, you can see a run-down, creepy looking house.  SHOW your reader the house from this distance.  (Are lights on?  Are there holes in the roof?  How many stories is it?  Is the garden overgrown and neglected?  Is it tall and looming or squat and forbidding?  Are there narrow windows, like eyes, watching you? )
2.   Now you approach the doorway.  Describe what you see close up.  (Peeling paint?  Rotting window frames?  Broken windows boarded up?  Cobwebs?  Broken paving stone?  A shriveled plant in a pot broken pot ?)

3.  Tell the reader why you feel you must knock at the door.  ( Maybe your cell phone is dead and you want to use their phone because you’re lost?  Do you need shelter from a storm?)

4.  Knock, and wait.  Show your suspense, your fears.

DO NOT GO IN THE HOUSE.  DO NOT GO ON WITH THE STORY.

Use masterpiece sentences.  For example: instead of writing, The window was dirty.  Boring!

Try, The window pane was caked with a century of filth, coated thickly with dust and the droppings of birds long since turned to bones.
